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RESUMEN

Con el objetivo de describir los aspectos basicos de la estructura del VIH, su
mecanismo de accion, las vias de transmision del virus y la historia natural del sida,
se consultd por medio de los descriptores HIV y AIDS la base de datos PubMed. Se
recuperaron 474 referencias bibliograficas. De ellas, 186 a texto completo: 102
revisiones y 84 articulos, a las que se agregaron otros documentos existentes en las
colecciones del Centro Provincial de Informacion de Ciencias Médicas de Holguin.

Entre las manifestaciones clinicas del sida, se enfatizé en los sintomas y signos
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bucales, que constituyd el objetivo fundamental de esta revision. Las conclusiones
se relacionaron con la importancia del tema para el diagndéstico de la enfermedad

por parte de los estomatélogos.
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ABSTRACT

A bibliographical review was done aimed at describing the HIV structure, its way of
transmission as well as its evolution. 474 references were reviewd in PubMed
Database, 186 of them were complete texts with 102 review articles and 84
complete texts . Other references of Provincial Center of Information of Medical
Sciences, Holguin were also reviewed. The basic aspects were related with the
clinical manifestetions of this desease, especially the oral sign and symptoms which
represented the main aim of this study . The authors revealed the importance of this

topic for the specialists in diagnosing oral diseases in HIV/AIDS patients.
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
