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RESUMEN

En las Bases de datos PubMed y Ebsco, disponibles en los esenciales de Infomed,
con los descriptores HIV y aids se localizaron 471 referencias bibliograficas con 136
revisiones y 87 articulos a texto completo; se agregaron referencias del Servicio de
Referencia del Centro Provincial de Informacion de Ciencias Médicas de Holguin. Se
describieron los aspectos basicos de la estructura del VIH, vias de transmisién, asi
como, la historia natural del sida. Dentro de sus manifestaciones clinicas, se enfatizo
en los sintomas y signos oftalmoldgicos, que constituyo el objetivo fundamental de

esta revision. Se concluyé con la confeccién de un folleto de informacion disponible
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para los especialistas y residentes de Oftalmologia por la importancia del tema para
el diagnéstico de la enfermedad.
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ABSTRACT

A review paper on HIV was done in PubMed and Ebsco databases: 471 references,
136 review and 87 complete articles in full texts were found. Other references were
also found at Porvincial Information Center. The basic aspects of the HIV structure
were described as well as the ways of transmission and AIDS history. The AIDS
ophthalmologic signs and symptoms were showed, which was the main aim of this
research. A booklet was elaborated containing the information aviable for specialists
and residents of Ophthalmology specialty in order to help them in diagnosing this

disease.
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
