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ABSTRACT

A literature review on HIV / AIDS was carried out, with the objective of proposing an
educational bulletin for teenagers, students and teachers from secondary schools
and senior high schools, it included information in accessible language and easy to
understand providing general knowledge that identifies sexual behaviors associated
with risk of contracting HIV/AIDS. The bulletin included concepts, the difference
between a carrier and a patient as well as issues on how to prevent infection, virus
incubation period, symptoms and future possibilities to control the disease. This
